Bridge the Digital Divide: The initiative seeks to bridge the digital divide by 

ensuring that students in these schools have access to the same technological 

resources as their peers in more privileged settings. This promotes equal 

opportunities for quality education. 

 

Community Collaboration: The collaboration between the Department of 

Computer Science at Vivekanand College, Kolhapur, Pudhari Social Foundation, 

and the Primary Education Committee of Kolhapur Municipal Corporation 

underscores the objective of fostering community engagement and support in 

education.
