
9. NSS/NCC Flood Relief Campaign 

Introduction 

Vivekanand College, Kolhapur, took a proactive role in providing flood relief 

during the monsoon season of 2019. In collaboration with local authorities and 

organizations, NSS/NCC volunteers and other students with teachers undertook 

rescue operations, distributed essential supplies, and conducted cleanup efforts in 

affected areas. This Flood Relief Campaign aimed to provide immediate relief to 

communities affected by heavy rainfall and flooding in the Kolhapur and Sangli 

districts of Maharashtra. The campaign focused on rescue operations, distribution of 

essential items, and cleanup efforts in affected areas.  

• The campaign was funded by Vivekanand College, Kolhapur (Autonomous) 

and involved collaboration with Kolhapur Municipal Corporation, Indian 

Coast Guard, police departments, and other local NGOs.

• Cleanliness Activities: On August 15th, 2019, NSS/NCC volunteers and the 

staff of Vivekanand College engaged in cleanliness activities in the flood-

affected New Palace area. They collaborated with Kolhapur Municipal 

Corporation workers to clear debris and help restore normalcy to the area.
